With your letter, you
forwarded an inquiry from your constituent, Mr. Mavis Henricksen, regarding the Eisenhower
Interstate System sign. Your letter was forwarded to the Federal Highway Administration’s
(FHWA) Office of Operations for reply.

The FHWA publishes the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), which is

the national standard for the design, application, and placement for signs, pavement markings,
signals, and other traffic control devices. The MUTCD is available online at
http://muted.fhwa.dot.gov. The Eisenhower Interstate System sign was designed for
installation along Interstate highways at intervals decided by each State and in rest areas, scenic
overlooks, and other similar areas. As these informational signs do not provide essential
guidance or navigational information, their placement is not required by the MUTCD; their
placement is entirely at the discretion of State and local governments.
